The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to
your mains-operated (corded) power tool or
battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

1) WORK AREA SAFETY

a) Keep work area clean and well lit.
Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in
explosive atmospheres, such as in the
presence of flammable liquids, gases
or dust. Power tools create sparks which
may ignite the dust or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool.
Distractions can cause you to lose control.

2) ELECTRICAL SAFETY

a) Power tool plugs must match the
outlet. Never modify the plug in any
way. Do not use any adapter plugs
with earthed (grounded) power tools.
Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

b) Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces such as pipes,
radiators, ranges and refrigerators.
There is an increased risk of electric shock
if your body is earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions.

3) PERSONAL SAFETY

Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

g) If devices are provided for the
connection of dust extraction and
collection facilities, ensure these are
connected and properly used. Use of
aust collection can reduce dust-related
hazards.

Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job
better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.
Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from
the power tool before making any
adjustments, changing accessories, or
storing power tools. Such preventive
safety measures reduce the risk of starting
the power tool accidentally.

Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

Maintain power tools. Check for
misalignment or binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power
tool’s operation. If damaged, have the
power tool repaired before use. Many
accidents are caused by poorly maintained
power tools.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

o  Wear ear protectors. Exposure to noise can
cause hearing loss.

o Use auxiliary handles supplied with the
tool. Loss of control can cause personal
injury.

e Hold power tools by insulated gripping
surfaces when performing an operation
where the cutting tool may contact
hidden wiring or its own cord. Cutting
accessory Contacting a “live” wire may make
exposed metal parts of the tool “live” and
shock the operator.

e  Be certain that the material being drilled does
not conceal electric or gas service and that
their locations have been verified with the
utility companies.

e Keep a firm grip on the tool at all times.
Do not attempt to operate this tool
without holding it with both hands.
Operating this tool with one hand will result in
loss of control. Breaking through or
encountering hard materials such as re-bar
may be hazardous as well. Tighten the side
handle securely before use.

e  Ensure the chisel is secured in place before
operating the tool.

e |n cold-weather conditions or when the tool
has not been used for a longer period of time,
let the tool run with no load for several
minutes before use.

e When working above ground level ensure the
area below is clear.

e Do not touch the chisel or the parts close to
the chisel immediately after operation, as they
may be extremely hot and cause burns to the
SKin.

e Always direct the power cable to the rear,
away from the chisel.

o Do not operate this tool for long periods
of time. Vibration caused by hammer action
may be harmful to your hands and arms. Use
gloves to provide extra cushion and limit
exposure by taking frequent rest periods.

WARNING: Never modify the power tool
or any part of it.

INTENDED USE

Your demolition hammer has been designed for
professional light or medium chipping, chiselling
and demolition applications in concrete, brick and
masontry.

DO NOT use under wet conditions or in presence
of flammable liquids or gases.

These demolition hammer are professional power
tools.

DO NOT let children come into contact with the
tool. Supervision is required when inexperienced
operators use this tool.

Electrical Safety

The electric motor has been designed for one
voltage only. Always check that the power supply
corresponds to the voltage on the rating plate.

Your DEWALT tool is double insulated in
D accordance with EN 60745; therefore no
earth wire is required.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced
by a specially prepared cord available through the
DEWALT service organization.

Using an Extension Cable

An extension cord should not be used unless
absolutely necessary. Use an approved extension
cable suitable for the power input of your tool (see
technical data). The minimum conductor size is 1
mm?; the maximum length is 30 m.

When using a cable reel, always unwind the cable
completely.

ASSEMBLY AND ADJUSTMENTS
WARNING: To reduce the risk of
A injury, turn unit off and disconnect
machine from power source before
installing and removing accessories,
before adjusting or changing set-ups or
when making repairs.

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Inserting and Removing HEX 17mm
Accessories (fig. 1)

This tool uses HEX 17mm accessories (refer to the
inset in figure 1 for a cross-section of an HEX
17mm bit shank). We recommend to use
professional accessories only.

1. Clean and grease the bit shank.

2. Insert the bit shank into the bit holder/tool
sleeve (d).

3. Push the bit down and turn it slightly until it

fits into the slots.

4. Pull on the bit to check if it is properly
locked. The hammering function requires
the bit to be able to move axially several
centimetres when locked in the tool holder.

5. To remove a bit pull back the tool
holder/locking sleeve (d) and pull out the
bit.

WARNING: Always wear gloves when
you change accessories. The exposed
metal parts on the tool and accessory
may become extremly hot during
operation.

Fitting the Side Handle (fig. 1)
The side handle (a) can be fitted to suit both RH-
and LH-users.
WARNING: Do not use the tool without
the side handle properly assembled.

1. Loosen the side handle.

2. For RH-users: slide the side handle clamp
over the collar behind the tool holder,
handle at the left.

For LH-users: slide the side handle clamp
over the collar behind the tool holder,
handle at the right.

3. Rotate the side handle to the desired
position and tighten the handle.

OPERATION
Instructions for Use

2 WARNING:

(approx. 5 kg). Excessive force does not
speed up chiselling but decreases tool
performance and may shorten tool life.

Always hold the tool firmly with both
hands and ensure a secure stance (fig.
3). Always operate the tool with the side
handle properly mounted.

Proper Hand Position (fig. 3)
WARNING: To reduce the risk of
A serious personal injury, ALWAYS use
proper hand position as shown.
WARNING: To reduce the risk of
A serious personal injury, ALWAYS hold
securely in anticipation of a sudden
reaction.

Proper hand position requires one hand on the
side handle (a), with the other hand on the main
handle.

Switching On and Off (fig. 1)

1. To run the tool, press the switch (b).
2. To stop the tool, release the switch.

Chipping and Chiselling (fig. 1)

1. Insert the appropriate chisel in right
position.

2. Adjust the side handle (a) as required.

3. Switch on the tool and start working.

4., Always switch off the tool when work is

finished and before unplugging.

Cleaning
