Hose Diameter Adjustment (Fig. E)
Adjust the hose diameter control  15  to the correct hose (or 
tube) inside diameter size (32mm or 20mm) or accessory 
diameter referring to the largest section. The chosen diameter 
of the adjustment control must be equal or bigger as the largest 
diameter of the used hose/tube/ accessories. The hose supplied 
is 32 mm inside diameter.

Storage (Fig. K)

	� CAUTION: Turn on/off tool control switch  14   to the OFF 
position (O). Disconnect from the power supply.

1.	 Empty the canister, refer to To Empty Canister 
under Operation.

3.	 Clean or replace filters, refer to Filters.
